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Requirements for End Use Certificates

1. This document is destined for presentation to the Export Control Agency together with the application for an export license. The purpose of this document is

· to provide relevant information about the intended use of the goods under consideration 

· to state commitments the involved parties must accept relating to the use of the goods, the transfer of the goods to third parties and to re-export of the goods to other countries.

2. For different constellations (type of goods, type of customer, type of export licence) different types of end use certificates are required. The presentation of an inappropriate type of certificate or of a certificate that fails to meet the formal requirements (see below) at the export control agency is not helpful.

The certificate type “reseller” is only accepted in cases where the reseller takes the goods on stock for later sales to an end user not known to him at the time of his order or for sale to a manifold of end users.

3. End use certificates must meet all the following requirements:

· written on business paper / official paper of the issuing organisation (including address; for private organisations the street address is necessary; P.O. box address is not sufficient)

· original uniform printing, no later modifications, no hand written text

· addressed to Dräger Safety AG & Co. KGaA

· in case the goods will be delivered via an intermediate consignee, this consignee must be given under “Name of the supplier”

(only where this appears in  the certificate)

· goods description, quantity and value must cover all goods under licence requirement (in case of doubt: all goods in the order) 

(only where this appears in  the certificate)

· the value must be given (according to the order) 

(only where this appears in  the certificate)

· identifiable and significant description of the intended use and the end use location
(only where this appears in  the certificate)

· the designation of country of final destination must be unambiguous and according to international standards (ISO 3166-1)

· place and date of issue

· original company stamp / official seal

· original hand-written signature

· name and title of the signing person printed or in printing letters

The certificate is required in original writing (fax transmission in advance may serve to speed up the procedures).
